ISCC was one of the first schemes for the sustainability of products throughout 
the supply chain in the renewable energy sector to be issued at European level, 

and it is now one of the most popular and widely recognised.

The benefits of polycarbonate, such as superior shock resistant and flame 
retardant properties, elasticity, excellent mechanical properties and easy 

recycling, are retained in version 2.0.
